COURSE OFFERINGS & DESCRIPTIONS 
 
"Prerequisite": a course that must be taken before another, or a requirement that must be fulfilled. 
"UC A-G List": means a course that meets requirements for University of California (UC) and California State University (CSU) 
Italics are new courses proposed for this school year  
 

AGRICULTURE 
 
Introduction to Agriculture 
This is a beginning class that deals with the field of agriculture science. 
 Subjects include soils (geology), plants (biology), crops, weather 
(meteorology), business applications, fertilizers (chemistry), animals 
(zoology), diseases and parasites (health) and leadership development.  
Emphasis is placed on the natural sciences.  FA participation is 
required. 
 
Veterinary Science 
This course is an expansion of study for animal health including 
selection, isolation, prevention, sanitation and prevention aspects of a 
disease and parasite health program for all types of livestock.  Topics 
include bacteriology, breeding, genetics, genetic engineering, anatomy 
and physiology, pathology, and immunology.  Leadership and FFA 
participation is required. 
 
Ag Biology: 
Agricultural Biology is a laboratory science course designed for the 
college-bound student.  The course emphasizes detailed knowledge of 
the biological principles of the following areas: molecular and cellular 
aspects of living things, structure and function of agricultural plants 
and animals, genetics, physiology, plant and animal diversity and 
principles of classification, ecological relationships, and animal 
behavior. 
 
Ag Business and Economics 
Course designed for juniors and seniors who have taken entry level 
Agriculture courses. Will review the principles of economics and 
business as it relates to the field of agriculture. 
 

VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS 
 

3D Media / Sculpture 
(Prerequisite:  Design with a B or better) 
One year course is an exploration of sculpture and 3D Media. Students 
will be creating their own ideas in a 3D form.  Possible projects include 
plaster carving, wood sculpting, paper Mache masks, wire sculptures, card 
board, and clay models. Students will be responsible for maintenance and 
safe handling of the tools. Drawing ability is helpful, but not required.  
 
ART 1  
(Meets UC/ CSU visual/performing art requirement) 
A general introductory course to art and art appreciation. Learn about 
elements and principles of art and how they relate to design, sculpture, 
painting, color theory, perspective and drawing.  Art history and 
understanding the "humanities" is also explored.   
 
ART 2 
(Prerequisite: Satisfactory completion of Art 1; meets UC A-G list) 
Continues to develop and expand on the concepts explored in Art 1.  
Painting, sculpture, drawing, printmaking, and other topics will be 
expanded in greater detail. 
 
ART 3 
(Prerequisite: Satisfactory completion of Art 1 and 2; meets  UC A-G) 
An advanced art course devoted to the development of a professional art 
portfolio.  Students will complete 3 projects per quarter, demonstrating 
creativity through different medias including but not limited to acrylic 
paint, water color, and colored pencils. 
 
DESIGN 
(Meets UC A-G visual/performing art requirement) 

A one-year course involving hands-on projects.  Extensive use of glue, 
paint and colored paper.  Drawing ability helpful, but not necessary.  
Projects may include rolled paper masks, mobiles, creating with clay and 
designing color. 
 
Drama 
Students will learn about the essentials of acting, stagecraft, drama, other 
entertainment, and theatre history.   Students may be asked to participate 
in student productions, which will at times require time after school, on 
school nights, and/or weekends.  
  
ROP GRAPHIC DESIGN (Must be 16 years old; previous Art class 
experience recommended but not required) – One year course teaching the 
Adobe Photoshop and Adobe Illustrator programs. Students create 
projects using their knowledge gleaned from textbooks, teacher 
demonstrations, tutorials and hands-on experiences. Students create 
original magazine covers, CD jacket designs, advertisements, magazine 
layouts, packaging designs, t-shirt designs, and logo and letterhead copy. 
Textbooks are professional handbooks, so a higher reading comprehension 
level is a must.  

 
TECHNOLOGY 

 
Desktop Publishing (ROP) 
A course that provides students with the opportunity to learn about the 
production of a school annual, including the development of pages, 
advertisements, photos, and other components. Course will use 
Illustrator and Photoshop programs to teach skills. Students must 
complete an application process. 
 
Computer Technology Foundations (formerly Keyboarding) 
Students will learn keyboarding techniques and office suite applications 
such as word processing, spreadsheet, presentation skills and web page 
development, as well as Internet research skills. Students will learn about 
Power Point Presentations, and Introductory desktop publishing, web 
design, and Geographic Information Systems.   

 
HOME ECONOMICS 

 
FOOD PREP & FASHION 
An introductory class to the world of Home Economics.  Learn skills in 
the areas of food preparation, meal planning, table settings, and 
clothing and craft designing.  Projects will be required.  Students 
furnish material for their own clothing projects.   
 
ADVANCED FOOD PREPARATION  (Prerequisite:  Food and 
Fashion Prep) Involves methods of food preparation, purchasing food 
on a budget, the use and care of kitchen equipment and the relationship 
of nutrition to good health and physical development.  Students prepare 
many different types of foods, and learn skills, which can be applied to 
entry-level food service jobs. 
 
ROP FOOD TECHNOLOGY (MUST BE 16 YEARS OLD) (see 
course description under ROP) 
Involves the production and serving of food for the school lunch 
program, as well as special school and community functions. 
 

LANGUAGE ARTS 
 
ENGLISH 1 (meets UC A-G list) 
A literature based course focusing on World Literature through the use 
of the short story, play, poetry and novel.  One novel will be read per 
quarter along with selected works from the anthology.  Writing is 
emphasized and is based on the assigned readings.  Grammar and 
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correct usage is taught and will be tested.  
CP ENGLISH 2 (meets UC A-G list) 
This course is literature based.  It focuses on World Literature through 
the short story, play, poetry and novel.  Two novels will be read per 
quarter along with other selected works from the anthology.  Writing is 
emphasized and is based on the assigned readings.  Grammar is taught 
as needed.  The research paper is taught and incorporated with the 
literature. 
 
ENGLISH 2 (see limitation on the UC A-G list) 
This course will cover the same topics as CP English 2 but will be 
delivered through specially designed instruction in English (SDAIE) 
methodologies. 
 
CP ENGLISH 3 (meets UC A-G list) 
This course is literature based.  It focuses on American Literature 
through the short story, play, poem and novel.  The reading of two 
novels per quarter above and beyond the text is incorporated into the 
curriculum.  Writing is emphasized and is based on the assigned 
readings.  Research is required throughout the year. 
 
ENGLISH 3 (see limitation on the UC A-G list) 
This course will cover the same topics as CP English 3 but will be 
delivered through specially designed instruction in English (SDAIE) 
methodologies. 
 
CP ENGLISH 4 (meets UC A-G list) 
This course is literature based and focuses on English Literature from 
the Anglo-Saxons to the Twentieth Century. Novels, short stories, 
essays, plays and poetry are addressed.  The reading of novels above 
and beyond the textbook is incorporated into the curriculum.  Writing is 
emphasized and is based on the assigned readings.  Research is required 
throughout the year.  A final project will be required.  
 
ENGLISH 4 (see limitation on the UC A-G list) 
The course covers the same concepts and standards as the CP English 4 
class using specially designed instruction in English (SDAIE) 
methodologies. 
 
 
ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT (ELD) 1 
Focuses on basic oral communication in a school setting. Development 
of vocabulary and grammar is emphasized as well as an introduction to 
literature. 
 
ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT (ELD) 2 
Development of basic oral fluency for simple conversational English.  
Emphasis on speaking and writing in the school setting.  More 
extensive treatment of complex grammar and vocabulary through the 
use of literature. 
 
ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT (ELD) 3 
Focuses on preparing the student who has achieved a basic level of oral 
proficiency in English but needs more assistance in writing, reading, 
and grammar skills.  Designed to help student’s transition between ELD 
and regular English courses.   Course will continue to expose students 
to literature to enhance their language skills. 
 
ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT (ELD) 4 
Designed to assist English Learners in increasing their English skills in 
order to be successful in the core curriculum. Development of reading, 
writing, and speaking skills through journal writing, essays, mapping, 
research papers, oral presentations and speeches, literature, and other 
activities. 
 
ACADEMIC SUPPORT 
Course designed to assist students in meeting language arts grade level 
standards.  Students are selected for placement in this course based on 
achievement testing results, corrective reading testing, and satisfactory 
mastery of previous corrective reading courses.   
 
AP ENGLISH LANGUAGE 

Prerequisite: CST scores, teacher approval, grades.  
An advanced course student takes in lieu of English 4. Course will 
prepare seniors to take the AP English Language exam.  Students will 
be covering the concepts as outlined by the College Board.  
 
ENGLISH SUPPORT 
This course will assist students with the English 1, English 2, or 
English 3 curriculum, providing them with additional skills needed to 
succeed in the core English courses. 
 

 
FOREIGN LANGUAGE 

 
SPANISH 1 (Non Native Speakers)  (meets UC A-G List) 
Designed for students to learn the basics of Spanish as a Second 
Language. Students will achieve basic oral and written comprehension 
through various methods of instruction: listening activities, physical 
response, verbal activities, group activities, and writing activities. 
 
SPANISH 2  (Non Native Speakers) (meets UC A-G list) 
Designed for students who will continue learning Spanish as a Second 
Language. Students will continue practicing and learning Spanish 
through several different techniques: listening, cooperative learning, 
writing, etc.  The main goal is to have students become comfortable 
with the Spanish language, in oral and written skills. 
 
SPANISH 1 (Native Speakers)  (meets UC A-G list)  
For students with basic understanding of oral Spanish. The goal of this 
course is to attain a measurable degree of communicative proficiency in 
each of four skills:  reading, listening, speaking, and writing. 
Introduction to Hispanic literature and culture from various Spanish-
speaking countries.  Self-expression of own ideas (both oral and 
written) is stressed. 
 
SPANISH 2 (Native Speakers)  (meets UC A-G list) 
Deeper exposure to Hispanic Literature and culture, with more 
sophisticated expressions of student’s own ideas in written and oral 
forms, and emphasis on formal speech and writing.  There will be a 
continuance of extensive vocabulary building. 
 
AP SPANISH Language 
(meets UC A-G List) 
Course will cover grammatical and literary themes and topics to assist 
students in taking and passing the Advanced Placement Test for 
Spanish Language. There will be extensive vocabulary building. 
Exposure to Hispanic Literature and culture, with more sophisticated 
expressions of students’ own ideas in written and oral forms, and 
emphasis on formal speech and writing.   
 
AP SPANISH Literature 
(Prerequisite:  Completion of Spanish 3 with a C or better; meets UC 
A-G list)  
Course designed for students who have basic oral and written 
comprehension of Spanish to prepare them to take the Advanced 
Placement Spanish Literature Exam.  Extensive literary works will be 
reviewed.  

 
INDUSTRIAL ARTS 

WELDING 
Introductory course in oxy/acet cutting, arc welding.. Students will 
learn safety procedures and guidelines and will work on various 
projects. Electrodes used will be E 6010 and E 7018. 
 
WELDING 2 (prerequisite Welding 1) 
Students will practice all the safety procedures and shop guidelines. 
Students will start welding various projects I the flat, horizontal, and 
vertical positions.  Electrodes used will be E 6010 and E 7018. 
 
Welding 3 (prerequisite Welding 2) 
Students will complete all of the above, and in addition concentrate on 
the overhead welding position 
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Welding 4 (prerequisite Welding 3) 
The course will cover all of the topics listed and in addition will 
provide students with training to pass the AWS Certification Test.  The 
welding process of MIG and TIG will be introduced.  Welding projects 
will be varied. 
 
WOOD  
Course involves instruction in the safe operation of power tools and 
hand tools, construction of basic woodworking joints, and the use of 
adhesives, finishes, fasteners, and sandpapers in the woodshop.  
Students will design, plan, and complete a useful project.  The basic 
skills required in furniture construction will be covered. 
 
EXPLORATORY SHOP 
Course will cover a variety of industrial art topics at an introductory 
level; including welding, woodworking, and automotive maintenance. 
Safety issues in the shop will also be covered.  
 

MATHEMATICS 
Note:  Algebra 1 or its equivalent is required for graduation 
 
ALGEBRA READINESS. 
This course is designed to cover the specific math standards from 
General Math and Algebra 1 as well as Foundational Skills and 
Concepts from earlier grades to support these concepts. This course is 
designed to assist students in being successful in Algebra 1.  
 
ALGEBRA 1 (meets UC A-G list) 
Algebra 1 is designed to give students a solid foundation in basic 
algebra concepts and skills. Through the study of algebra, a student 
develops an understanding of the symbolic language of mathematics 
and the sciences.  Symbolic reasoning and calculations with symbols 
are central in algebra. Problem solving,  applied problems, and 
intermediate math concepts provide groundwork for success in future 
mathematics courses. 
 
ALGEBRA 2 (meets UC A-G list) 
This discipline complements and expands the mathematical content and 
concepts of Algebra 1 and Geometry. Students who master Algebra 2 
will gain experience with algebraic solutions in various content areas, 
including the solution of systems of quadratic equations, logarithmic 
and exponential functions, the binomial theorem, and the complex 
number system. 
 
GEOMETRY (meets UC A-G list) 
Geometry is a mathematical study of the physical world using 
deductive methods and problem solving activities.  The geometry skills 
and concepts developed in this discipline are useful to all students.  
Aside from learning these skills and concepts, students will develop 
their ability to construct formal, logical arguments and proofs in 
geometric settings and problems. 
 
PRECALCULUS (meets UC A-G list)  
This discipline combines many of the trigonometric, geometric, and 
algebraic techniques needed to prepare students for the study of 
calculus and strengthens their conceptual understanding of problems 
and mathematical reasoning in solving problems.  This course uses the 
techniques that students learn from the study of algebra and geometry.  
The course takes a functional point of view toward the above topics 
along with the study of equations and series of sequences.   This course 
combines Math Analysis and Trigonometry to make a year-long 
precalculus course.  
 
AP STATISTICS (meets UC A-G list) 
Course reviews statistics at an introductory college level.  In particular, 
mastery of academic content necessary to prepare the student to 
succeed on the AP Statistics exam in the Spring.  May be taken on-line. 
 
MATH SUPPORT / ALGEBRA SUPPORT 
A class designed to assist students in becoming proficient in the Math 
standards; specifically to prepare them to pass the CAHSEE and Algebra 1 
course. This course does not meet Math graduation requirement, earns 

elective credit instead. 
 
AP CALCULUS (Meets A-G list) 
Prerequisite:  Advanced Math “C” or better 
This course will cover the topics of Calculus required to pass the 
Advanced Placement Calculus AB course.  

 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

 
BEGINNING PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
Participation in a variety of activities to develop the physical well being 
of students. Students will learn the basic rules of playing, as well as 
engage in competition.  PE uniform is required.   
 
SPORTS CONDITIONING 
Recommended for athletes. Course will focus on conditioning: weight 
training, running and practicing of skills required in competition sports.  
 

SCIENCE 
 
BIOLOGY  (meets UC A-G list for lab science)  
A study of life, beginning with its most basic unit, the cell, and 
concluding with its most complex organism, the human. Includes 
laboratory exercises. 
 
CHEMISTRY (Prerequisite: a "C" grade in Algebra 1; meets UC A-G 
list for lab science) 
A comprehensive survey of chemistry focusing on the needs if a 
student who will be taking chemistry in college.  Introduces the concept 
of atoms, molecules, compounds; how and why elements combine. 
Major chapters include: oxidation reduction, electrolysis, aides and 
bases, organic chemistry.  Lab work compliments the chapters covered. 
 
EARTH SCIENCE  (meets UC A-G list for elective credit) 
Designed to introduce students to the study of earth science. Areas 
covered include astronomy, meteorology, oceanography, minerals, and 
geology. 
 
PHYSICS  (Prerequisites: Algebra 1; meets UC A-G list for lab 
science) 
The study of motion, vectors, dynamics and power, concepts basic to 
all aspects of physics. Heat, optics, electricity, magnetism and quantum 
theory will also be explored. 

 
SOCIAL SCIENCE 

 
AP PSYCHOLOGY 
(prerequisite: must be in grade 11, 12 unless special permission is 
granted) 
Students will learn the core concepts of a college level Introductory 
Psychology course.  The course will introduce students to the 
systematic study of the behaviors and mental processes of human 
beings and other animals.  Students will learn about such topics as 
Biological basis of behavior, Sensation and Perception, Learning and 
Cognition, Motivation and Emotion, Developmental and Abnormal 
Psychology, among others.   
 
ECONOMICS (Semester course; meets UC A-G list) 
Course will deepen the understanding of economic problems and 
institutions of the nation and world today.  Students learn to make 
reasoned decisions on economic issues as citizens, workers, consumers, 
business owners, and members of civic groups.  Students will also learn 
to apply tools such as graphs, statistics and equations. 
 
GOVERNMENT (Semester course; meets UC A-G list) 
Students will gain an understanding of the institutions of American 
Government.  The course will prepare students to vote, to reflect on 
their responsibilities as a citizen, and to participate in community 
activities.  The focus of study will be on the philosophy of those who 
framed the Constitution and the Bill of Rights 
 
AP GOVERNMENT (Semester course; meets A-G List) 
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This course will give students an analytical perspective on government 
and politics in the United States.  This course includes both the study of 
general concepts used to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis of 
specific examples.  It also requires familiarity with the various 
institutions, groups, beliefs and ideas that constitute U.S. politics. This 
course will prepare students to take the Advanced Placement US 
Government Exam.  
 
U.S. HISTORY (meets UC A-G list) 
Focuses upon the origins, developments and changes in this nation's 
governments, economy, society, and culture, and the ideas that 
dominated each time period.  Draws attention to the issues that continue 
to affect our nation's development. 
 
WORLD HISTORY (meets UC A-G list) 
A coordination of geography and history from two million B.C. to the 
present time with an emphasis on Western Europe. 
 
AP US HISTORY (meets UC A-G List) 
This course prepares students to take the Advanced Placement US 
History Exam in the spring.    The course will provide students with the 
analytical skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with 
the problems and materials in US history. 
 
AP Psychology 
A course that is designed to introduce students to the stystematic and 
scientific study of the behavior and mental processes of human beings 
and other animals. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, 
principles, and phenomena associated with each of the major subfields 
within psychology  They also learn about the ethics and methods 
psychologists use in their science and practice. 

 
MISCELLANEOUS 

 
ACADEMIC SUPPORT 
Focus of the course will be the improvement of reading  
comprehension and tutorial assistance for students who have not yet met 
grade level standards.  (The course will be required for students who have 
not met grade level standards.) 
 
TEACHER AIDE / OFFICE AIDE / COUNSELING AIDE 
Open to seniors who have a 2.0 GPA in the previous semester grading 
period as well as scoring proficient on English Language Arts. Must 
complete an application. 
  
AVID 1 (Advancement via Individual Determination) 
(Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and interview ) 
Course emphasizing college and university entrance preparation.  A focus 
on writing, note-taking, and portfolio-assessment development, as well as 
PSAT, SAT, and ACT preparation.  Tutoring will be provided to students 
in this course. AVID notebook required. 
 
AVID 2 
(Prerequisite:  sophomore who has completed one year of AVID course 
enrollment).   
Same as above course with a stronger emphasis on test preparation and 
college readiness skills.  
 
AVID 3/4:  For Juniors or seniors who have been in AVID. Students will 
work on College test taking skills and preparing for application process, as 
well as the application process.  
 
DRIVERS EDUCATION: 
An introductory course for students who would like to learn the 
foundations of Drivers Education, including learning all the components 
required for taking and passing the Drivers License Exam for California. 
Students will not be able to get the license without the training behind-the-
wheel. The course is one semester in length.  

 
REGIONAL OCCUPATIONAL PROGRAM (ROP): 

 
Must be 16 years old.  R.O.P. provides training to prepare students for 

entry-level jobs or for advanced education.  Students earn high school 
credit based on the number of hours they attend.  Some courses are offered 
off-campus, see course offering list.  Transportation is provided for 
courses in Brawley.  
 
ADVANCED ELECTRONICS & RESIDENTIAL WIRING – 
Prerequisite:  Beginning Electronics.  This course will provide instruction 
in basic materials, use of hand tools, wiring switches and lights, installing 
conduit, installing circuit breakers and identifying electrical symbols on 
construction plans. 
 
AG FABRICATION/WELDING – Prerequisite:  Welding I.  This course 
will prepare students in all aspects of project construction in the industry, 
including blueprint reading, tool and equipment use, safety, metallurgy, 
and specific welding processes. 
 
 
AG MECHANICS II – Prerequisite: Must be willing to participate in 
FFA.  This course is designed to develop skills beyond those of basic 
introduction.  The student will experience good shop management of tools 
and farm equipment.  Emphasis is placed on the student to undertake and 
complete projects with minimum supervision.  Students will do welding 
fabrication using gas and arc welding. 
 
AUTO BODY, PAINT AND FENDER – Offered at CHS 
This course prepares students for entry-level jobs in the auto body and 
fender repair field.  Hands-on training includes use of tools, equipment 
and measuring devices. 
 
AUTOMOTIVE TECHNOLOGY – This course gives students both 
theory and hands-on.  Instruction includes an understanding of the basic 
skills necessary to enter the field of automotive repair and to prepare for 
national certification examinations.  This course provides a study and 
practice of shop safety, automotive technician tools, brakes, electrical 
systems and engine performance.  This program is approved by NATEF. 
 
CAREERS WITH CHILDREN – Prerequisite: 1) Must have the 
Department of Justice fingerprinting and child abuse index clearance; 
and 2) Must take a test for tuberculosis clearance.  This course provides 
students with the skills necessary for entry-level jobs in child care 
occupations.  Instruction will include on-the-job experience in caring for 
infants, toddlers, preschool and school age children in various settings.  
This class is articulated with Imperial Valley College. 
 
COMMUNITY OFFICE OCCUPATIONS – Prerequisite: One year of 
keyboarding and demonstrate abilities in business English, business math 
and general business.  This course prepares students for entry-level jobs 
as office clerks, receptionists, and clerk typists.  Through a combination of 
classroom theory and practical experience, students learn or upgrade office 
skills, office procedures, use reference materials, filing, telephone 
techniques, machine calculation, and simple business records. This class is 
articulated with Imperial Valley College. 
 
CISCO VOICE AND DATA CABLING – This course is designed for 
students interested in the physical aspects of voice and data network 
cabling and installation. The course focuses on cabling issues related to 
data and voice connections and provides an understanding of the industry 
and its worldwide standards, types of media and cabling, physical and 
logical networks, as well as signal transmission. 
 
COMPUTER ASSISTED DRAFTING - Prerequisite: Equivalent of one 
year computer training and/or demonstrated proficiency in computer 
operation and/or one year of geometry, and/or basic drafting course. This 
course gives the students an understanding of how to utilize Computer 
Assisted Drafting (CAD) software and equipment for the purpose of being 
productive in occupations, which require visual information skills. 
 
COMPUTER DESIGN AND ANIMATION - This course gives students 
both theory and hands-on experience in computer design & related 
occupations.  This course provides a study and practice of computer 
illustration to create 2D and 3D logos, advertising material, presentations, 
and promotional items.  
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COMPUTER REPAIR – This course prepares students to learn to operate, 
repair & maintain computer equipment, as well as, different electronic 
components. Students prepare to take the A+ Certification examination. 
 
COMPUTERIZED ACCOUNTING - Prerequisite: Keyboarding skills of 
25 words per minute.  This course provides students with instruction, both 
manual and computerized, in the area of accounting/record keeping, basic 
payroll, accounts receivable, accounts payable and computerized 
spreadsheets. 
 
COMPUTERIZED OFFICE SYSTEMS – Prerequisite: Keyboarding of 
35 words per minute or completed one year of keyboarding and ability to 
work well independently. This course prepares students for entry-level 
jobs in word processing and computer operations. Students will receive 
training in word processing, data entry, electronic spreadsheet and data 
base management applications. 
 
CONSTRUCTION AND BUILDING TECHNOLOGY – This course 
provides instruction in construction and building technology occupations. 
 The hands-on training includes all components of building a house.  
Employment possibilities include construction laborer, carpenter and 
maintenance. 
 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING: see description under technology. 
 
DIESEL/FARM MECHANICS – Prerequisite:  Interest in mechanics and 
one year automotive mechanics, one year basic math and some welding 
experience.  This course will prepare students for entry-level positions as 
mechanics that service farm equipment and machinery, including skills in 
welding, small engine repair and farm equipment repair. 
 
ELECTRONICS AND RESIDENTIAL WIRING – This course will 
provide instruction in basic materials, use of hand tools, wiring switches 
and lights, installing conduit, installing circuit breakers and identifying 
electrical symbols on construction plans. 
 
FIRE SCIENCE – Prerequisite:  Must able to communicate in English, 
physically fit and able to pass physical agility test as determined by the 
instructor (may be excluded from test with instructor’s permission).  This 
course is designed to develop proficiency in basic fire suppression skills in 
the following areas:  hose lines, ladders, salvage, breathing apparatus, 
ropes, knots, tools and equipment, ventilation, tactics and strategies, 
overhaul, communications and elementary hydraulics. 
 
FOOD TECHNOLOGY – Offered at CHS 
This course is designed to develop entry-level skills for employment in the 
food service industry.  Instruction will include kitchen safety, NACCP 
Sanitation, hands-on food preparation, restaurant servers, recipe 
conversion and all entry level facets of cooking. 
 
GENERAL CABINETRY/ADVANCED WOODSHOP – This course will 
introduce and reinforce personal safety, usage of tools and machinery used 
in the cabinet making process leading to machining and construction of 
cabinet casework.  Tool identification and function, materials and 
adhesives, basic shop math, and shop plans will be included. 
 
GENERAL CONTRACTING – This course is an introduction to the 
construction and building technology program.  Instruction includes 
safety, tools and machines, terminology, specialized skills, planning and 
design, blueprint reading, construction and manufacturing standards. 
 
GRAPHIC DESIGN –Offered at CHS 
This course provides instruction in basic design concepts, layout 
techniques, image editing, color enhancements, web designs and 
animation.  Instruction will include the creation of documents and projects 
in applying learned techniques. 
 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING – This course provides entry-level skills in 
publishing and graphic communication.  Instruction will include state-of-
the-art typesetting, designing with type, paste-up and print shop 

techniques. 
 
INTERIOR DESIGN – Through the use and application of art principles, 
the students will create aesthetically pleasing environments, which could 
enhance contemporary lifestyles.  Units in communication skills, housing 
options, budgets, selection of home furnishings, and art styles will prepare 
students to understand the physical, psychological, cultural, and social 
influences pertaining to complex housing decisions required for creating 
an esthetically desirable living environment. 
 
LANDSCAPE DESIGN, INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE – 
This course trains students in practical experiences which involve 
locating, planting and maintaining turfs, plants, shrubs, trees, and other 
devices which help beautify residential and/or commercial grounds.  
Students learn techniques of landscape design, ground preparation, 
ornamental horticulture, design installation and maintenance of automated 
water and light systems. 
 
MECHANICAL DRAWING – This course is an introduction in drafting 
technology. The student will learn the use of drafting tools to produce 
single and multi-view drawings, sectional drawings, and other related 
drawings used in industry. First semester, students will develop basic 
skills in drawing, reading and interpreting drawings, plans, and blueprints. 
Quality linework, lettering, and solutions are emphasized. Second 
semester, students will focus on designing, building and testing their 
model projects. 
 
NURSING ASSISTANT – 
 Prerequisites: Must have a grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 or better 
prior to enrollment; have an 8th grade reading level; have basic math skills 
;have interest in this career field; maintain a grade of 70% or better while 
enrolled; be a high school senior or 17 years of age or older; maintain 
good attendance; be capable of performing level of activity required for 
patient care (lifting 50 lbs., bending, twisting, turning, and/or 
transferring); hold patient medical information in confidence; take a health 
physical and tuberculosis test (high school students at no cost).  
 
Upon successful completion of the program, students will apply to take a 
Competency Skills Test provided by the California Department of Health 
Services (there is an $80 fee for this application) Students must have the 
Department of Justice fingerprinting and child abuse index clearance  This 
course trains students for entry-level placement in health service 
occupations.  Students study a broad curriculum in medical occupations, 
prevention, treatment and rehabilitation practices.  Students are taught 
professional ethics and patient relationship skills in a classroom setting 
and make practical application in a medical facility. 
 
RETAIL TRADES – This course provides students with an opportunity to 
develop communication skills for personal success in the retail industry.  
Students will develop good work habits and attitudes.  Areas to be taught 
include cashiering, shipping and receiving, stocking and customer 
relations. 
 
STAGE AND THEATRE TECHNOLOGY – This course ncludes 
instruction in set construction, tools, technology and techniques.  Topics 
include set/scenery design, lighting, sound, stage management, and use of 
computer technology.  Topics include safety rules and regulations, use of 
hand and power tools, basic set construction, general understanding of 
theater as collaborative art forms, understand the elements of running a 
rehearsal show, basic lighting, and basic sound equipment operations. 
 
WELDING – Offered at CHS 
This course prepares students with the skills necessary for entry-level 
positions within the welding field.  The training emphasis is on safe 
practices in welding, knowledge of welding equipment and supplies, and 
welding procedure in oxy-acetylene welding.  Training is provided in 
basic math concepts and blueprint reading.  Skills tests are given at the 
end of each phase. 
 

 



Board Policy BP 6146.1(a) 
Instruction 
High School Graduation Requirements 
 
 
Students shall receive diplomas of graduation from Calipatria High School only after completing the 
prescribed course of study and meeting the standards of proficiency established by the district and 
achieving a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or better.** 
 
The following courses of study are required in order to receive a diploma of graduation. 
 
1. At least the following number of courses in the subjects specified, each course having a duration 

of one year: 
 

a. Four (4) courses in English.  English 1, 2, 3, 4 or English Language Development- ELD 1, 
2, 3, 4, or 5 (Maximum of two (2) years of ELD.) 

 
b. Three (3) courses of Mathematics.   
  
 Beginning in the 2003-04 school year, at least one mathematics course, or a combination 

of two mathematics courses, shall meet or exceed state academic content standards for 
Algebra I.  If any student completes coursework in grades 7 through 12 that meets or 
exceeds state academic content standards for algebra, those courses shall apply toward 
satisfying this mathematics requirement.  (Education Code 51224.5)   

 
 Completion, prior to grade 9, of algebra coursework that meets or exceeds state 

academic content standards shall satisfy the algebra coursework requirement but shall 
not exempt a student from the requirement to complete three mathematics courses in 
grades 9-12.   

 
c. Two (2) courses of Science: Physical and Life Science. 

 
d. Three (3) courses of Social Science: United States History, World History,  one semester 

course in Government, and a semester course in Economics. 
 

e. Two (2) courses of Visual/Performing Arts and/or Foreign Language 
 

f. Two (2) courses of Physical Education, unless the student has been exempted pursuant 
to Education Code provisions. 

 
2. Other Requirements prescribed by the Governing Board: 
 

a.  Constitution Exam with a minimum score of 70%.  The student must pass the course in 
English. * 

 
b. For graduates in 2003-04 through 2004-05 only, students must pass the Mathematics 

and English Language Arts Proficiency Tests.  
 

c. Earn 240 credits for graduation.* 
 
3. Beginning in the 2005-06 school year, all students must pass the Language Arts and 

Mathematics sections of the California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) as a condition of 
earning a high school diploma.  (Education Code 60851) 

 
4. Beginning in the 2004-2005 school year, beginning with the 9th grade class (Class of 2008), 

Technology Skills Competency shall be a requirement of graduation.  Competency is  



High School Graduation Requirements (continued) BP 6146.1(b) 
 
 
 demonstrated by successful completion of a one semester course of Keyboarding and completion 

of a one semester course of Computer Technology Applications, or passing all components of the 
Technology Competency Examination. *** 

 
Because the prescribed course of study may not accommodate the needs of some students, the Board 
shall provide alternative means for the completion of prescribed courses in accordance with law.  

(cf. 6146.11 - Alternative Credits Toward Graduation) 
 
Requirements for graduation and specified alternative means for completing the prescribed course of 
study shall be made available to students, parents/guardians, and the public.  (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
Students shall not be required to have resided within the district for any minimum length of time as a 
condition of high school graduation.  (Education Code 51411) 
 
If a student successfully completes the district's graduation requirements while attending a juvenile court 
school or nonpublic, nonsectarian school or agency, the district shall issue the student a diploma from the 
school the student last attended.  (Education Code 48645.5) 
 
High School Exit Examination 
Each student completing grade 12 shall have successfully passed the state exit examination in language 
arts and mathematics as a condition of high school graduation. (Education Code 60851, 60859) 

(cf. 6146.4 - Differential Graduation and Competency Standards for Students with Disabilities) 
(cf. 6159 - Individualized Education Program) 
(cf. 6162.52 - High School Exit Examination) 

 
Supplemental instruction shall be offered to any student in grade 7-12 who does not demonstrate 
"sufficient progress," as defined in Board policy, toward passing the exit exam. (Education Code 37252, 
60851) 

(cf. 6179 - Supplemental Instruction) 
 
Students who have not passed one or both parts of the exit exam by the end of grade 12 shall have the 
opportunity to receive intensive instruction and services for up to two consecutive academic years after 
completion of grade 12 or until they have passed both parts of the exam, whichever comes first.  
(Education Code 37254)

(cf. 5145.6 - Parental Notifications) 
(cf. 6164.2 - Guidance/Counseling Services) 

 
The Superintendent or designee shall regularly report to the Board regarding the number of students who 
have fulfilled all local and state graduation requirements except for the passage of the exit exam and the 
resources that have been offered to such students.   
 
Retroactive Diplomas 
The district may retroactively grant a high school diploma to a former student who was interned by order 
of the federal government during World War II or who is an honorably discharged veteran of World War II, 
the Korean War, or the Vietnam War, provided that he/she was enrolled in a district school immediately 
preceding the internment or military service and he/she did not receive a diploma because his/her 
education was interrupted due to the internment or military service. (Education Code 51430) 
 
In addition, the Board may retroactively grant a diploma to a deceased former student who satisfies the 
above conditions.  The diploma shall be received by the deceased student's next of kin.  (Education Code 
51430)

Board Policy   BP 6146.11(a)  
Instruction 
Alternative Credits Toward Graduation 
 
 
In order to meet individual student needs and encourage all students to complete their high school education, the 
Governing Board desires to provide flexibility in the completion of prescribed courses in accordance with law. 
 
The Board shall actively involve parents/guardians, administrators, teachers, and students in helping the district 
develop alternative means for students to complete the prescribed course of study required for graduation. 
(Education Code 51225.3)   
 
As an alternative to completing the course requirements for high school graduation, students may fulfill one or 
more of the course requirements through the following:   
 
1. Practical demonstration of skills and competencies (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
2. Supervised work experience or other outside school experience in accordance with Education Code 

51760.3 and 5 CCR 1635 (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
3. Career technical education classes offered in high schools  (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
4. Courses offered by regional occupational centers or programs (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
5. Interdisciplinary study (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
6. Independent study (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
7. Credit earned at a postsecondary institution (Education Code 48800, 51225.3) 
 
8. Private instruction in accordance with 5 CCR 1631 
 
9. Military service and training in accordance with 5 CCR 1634 (Education Code 51440) 
 
10. Correspondence instruction from a California university or college accredited for teacher training in 

accordance with 5 CCR 1633 (Education Code 51740-51741) 
 
11. To satisfy the district's driver education and training requirement, a program approved by the Department 

of Motor Vehicles which offers driver education and behind-the-wheel instruction through a driving school 
or licensed independent driving instructor in accordance with Vehicle Code 12814.6 

 
12. For credit toward the district's physical education requirement, participation in district interscholastic 

athletic programs carried on wholly or partially after regular school hours when such participation entails a 
comparable amount of time and physical activity (Education Code 51242) 

 
13. For credit toward the district's foreign language requirement, foreign language studies successfully 

completed in a private school in accordance with 5 CCR 1632  (Education Code 51243) 
 
The Superintendent or designee shall determine whether a student has satisfactorily met course requirements 
through any of the above alternative means.

Administrative Regulation AR 6146.11(a) 
Instruction 
Alternative Credits Toward Graduation 
 
 
Alternative means specified by the district for completing the prescribed course of study shall be made available 
to students, parents/guardians, and the public.  (Education Code 51225.3) 
 
Definitions 
A semester period is one period of 40 to 60 minutes of instructional time per week throughout one semester of at 
least 17 weeks, or a minimum of 12 clock hours of instructional time provided during the academic year or in 
summer school. While the content to be covered is planned within these time frames, a student may be granted 
one semester period of credit even though the student spends less than the aforementioned amount of time in 
completing the necessary work.  (5 CCR 1600) 
 
Supervised Work Experience Education 
A student shall be granted up to 40 semester periods of credit for work experience education of one or more of 
the following types:  (Education Code 51760.3; 5 CCR 1635) 
 
1. For exploratory work experience education, the student may earn 10 semester periods for each semester, 

with a maximum of 20 semester periods earned in two semesters. 
 
2. For general work experience education, the student may earn 10 semester periods for each semester, 

with a maximum of 40 semester periods. 
 
3. For vocational work experience education, the student may earn 10 semester periods for each semester, 

with a maximum of 40 semester periods. 
 
To receive credit, the student must satisfy eligibility requirements and receive at least the minimum period of 
instruction or counseling pursuant to Education Code 51760.3. 
 
College Courses  
To receive high school credit for coursework completed at a community college or four-year college, the student 
or parent/guardian shall submit a written request and a transcript showing successful completion of the course.  
The course shall be one that satisfies college entrance requirements, applies toward college-level general 
education requirements, or is part of a vocational or career technical education course leading to a degree or 
certificate. 
 
For students attending community college as special part-time students, credit shall be at a level jointly 
determined by the Governing Board and the community college governing board. (Education Code 48800) 
 
Private Instruction 
A student who is regularly enrolled and in attendance at a high school shall receive credit toward high school 
graduation for private instruction under the following conditions:  (5 CCR 1631) 
 
1. The instruction entails fields and subjects included in the high school's courses of study and curricula. 
 
2. The student demonstrates his/her capabilities at the beginning and at the end of the period of private 

instruction by examinations given under the school's supervision, thereby showing that he/she has made 
progress in learning satisfactory to the school. 

 



Alternative Credits Toward Graduation (continued) AR 6146.11(b) 
 
 
Correspondence Instruction 
The district shall grant credit for correspondence instruction under the following conditions:  (Education Code 
51740; 5 CCR 1633) 
 
1. The correspondence instruction is provided by the University of California, or other university or college in 

California accredited for teacher training, in subjects included within or related to the student's course of 
study. 

 
2. The student is, for good reason, unable to take the course of study offered in the school. 
 
3. The Board determines the number of semester periods to be credited for successful completion of a 

particular correspondence course. 
 
4. No more than 40 semester periods of correspondence instruction are credited to a student towards 

graduation. 
 
Foreign Language Instruction 
The district shall grant credit for foreign language studies successfully completed in a private school and shall 
apply the credit toward meeting any foreign language requirement prescribed for grades 9-12, provided that all of 
the following conditions are met:  (Education Code 51243-51245; 5 CCR 1632) 
 
1. The courses are in languages designated in Education Code 51244. 
 
2. The student is regularly enrolled or applying to the district in grades 9-12. 
 
3. The student or parent/guardian applies in writing for the credit, specifies the private school attended and 

the amount and level of credit requested, and submits a transcript or other documents from the private 
school showing that the student successfully completed the course. 

 
4. The amount of credit sought equals at least one semester's work. 
 
5. The principal or designee determines that the student's achievement is equivalent to that expected of a 

student of comparable ability taking the same or similar instruction in district schools.  This determination 
shall be based upon the private school's report of a test developed by the private school in cooperation 
with the district or, if the private school is located outside the district, the principal or designee may use a 
test given by a public school or other evidence which he/she deems appropriate.
